	gulag
	The acronym for the Main Camp administration  ; this agency administered the Soviet forced camps from 1930 and gulag came to be used to  describe the camps themselves..

	
Yagoda 
	Tried and executed by his own successor Yezhov . Yagodas family members were shot, imprisoned and exiled . Yagodas removal ensured that Stain had full control of the NKVD 

	Komsomol 

	The all Leninist Union Young Communist League; the youth division of the Communist Party which was represented in its own right in the Supreme Soviet 

	 Kommunalka
	A communal dwelling , or housing bloc , where most urban families lived: space was allocated according to family size; typically two to seven families shared a hallway, kitchen and bathroom while each family had its own room serving as a living/dining room and bedroom. 

	
Trofim Lysenko 
	A Soviet biologist and agronomist who exercised considerable influence over Soviet policies . his genetic theories influenced agricultural practices in the 1930s ad were extended to account for the evolution of Soviet man. Lysneko received unconditional backing from Stalin; those who opposed his views were silenced. His doctrines were not discredited until after 1964. 

	
Boris Pasternak 
	A leading Russian poet who initially welcomed the Russian revolution but by 1930s was considered bourgeois for his failure to embrace socialist realism. Stalin is said to have had Pasternak's name removed from a list of intellectuals to be purged because he admired his translations of Georgian classis. Pasternak found it impossible to write in the atmosphere  of the 1930s. Although he became internationally famous for Dr Zhivago, written in the inter war years, he continued to be persecuted in the USSR during Stalin's later years.
