 The Pilgrimage of Grace was not only caused by religious changes but also by poor harvests, low wages, bad government and rumours of unfair taxes. 
They wanted change, not exclusively religious change but they did not want the removal of the King ( just his councillors) 
Henry was able to face down the rebels and emerge at the end of the process stronger than he started. 
2.3
 During the period 1542 - 1560 , the nation fought a Civil War, executed a king, became a republic , restored the monarchy and replaced the King again. 
It was a period of strong feelings, dissent in politics , in economics and in religion. 
The reputation of those involved - Charles I and Oliver Cromwell are still hotly disputed today.
2.4
 In 1776, in what many contemporaries thought an astonishing move, the thirteen colonies of North America declared their independence form Britain. Most people believed that they were unable to exist as a separate country. 
Over the previous 15 years, these colonies had been self governing but t was War with France that brought tension to a head. 
There are echoes of the Magna Carta and other revolts in the words of the Declaration of Independence, words that are still powerful today. 
The slogan of the Revolution 'no taxation without representation' remains a strong political rallying cry today.
