	All of God’s promises find their fulfilment in Jesus. God has revealed himself fully by sending his own Son, in whom he has established his covenant for ever.

 Jesus is the New Covenant and the promise of hope that the prophets had looked forward to.

Jesus is the new promise between God and his people. With this new promise comes his greatest commandment which is a fulfilment of the law
	Jesus’ sacrifice was the sign, symbol and living out of this Covenant and this is made present for us in the Eucharist.  

Through the Eucharist we receive Jesus into our lives and have the promise of redemption.

Jesus freely offered himself for the salvation of humanity.  In the Last Supper he made present his sacrifice.  ‘This is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.’ And he did the same with the cup after supper, saying, ‘This cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in my blood.’” 
	The Law of Jesus’ new covenant is expressed particularly in the Sermon on the Mount (Matt 5-7) and the New Commandment of Jesus. This New Commandment is to “Love one another as I have loved you” (Jn 13:34-35).  This fulfils the Old Law- The Ten commandments.

The Law of the Gospel is known as the Law of Love. The Beatitudes perfect the Commandments, by requiring us to reform our lives and look inward.
	We celebrate the new covenant today through the Mass and the celebration of the Eucharist. The Eucharist is the ‘source and summit’ off all Christian life.

Catholics believe that when the bread and wine is consecrated through the Liturgy of the Eucharist it truly becomes the body and blood of Christ through transubstantiation.

Through the Eucharist we receive Jesus into our lives and are joined to Chris’s sacrifice.
	Easter is the celebration of Jesus Christ’s resurrection and his defeat of death and sin.

The Easter Vigil is a Passover from darkness into light; it celebrates Christ’s Passover from death to new life.

The Vigil is a sign that people are ready to respond to God’s love and live out the grace received through the Eucharist. 
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
