Marriage and divorce
· Catholic understand marriage to be a sacrament.  This means it is not just a commitment between the couple but a sacred covenant between the couple and God.
· In a Catholic marriage the couple make a lifelong commitment to one another through the vows.  The vows are to be lived out every day in their marriage.
· Because marriage is understood as a covenant with God, it cannot be broken and therefore the CATHOLIC Church does not allow divorce.  Divorce is the legal separation of a married couple. This also means that remarriage is only accepted in the Church if a partner has died and the widow is remarrying.
· If a Catholic marriage is deemed to not have been valid at the time of the commitment, then it can be annulled- the marriage is declared null and void in this instance.

Gender equality
· Gender prejudice and discrimination have been key issues within society historically.  In the last 50 years there have been huge improvement in this area in the UK.
· The Catholic Church opposes gender prejudice and discrimination and teaches that all genders were created in the image of God and are therefore equality in dignity and are worthy of respect.  
· The Bible teaches that both men and women in equal and many would argue that the Bible, in particular Jesus in the New Testament, is revolutionary for its time in terms of the roles given to women.




Theology of the body and human sexuality
· The Catholic Church teaches that humans were created male and female to be complementary partners.  This forms the basis of Catholic teaching on marriage and relationships. 
· Pope John Paul in his ‘Theology of the Body’ teaches that human beings as sexual beings, male and female must recognise their body as being a reflection of the image of God.  In this way, humans should respect the bodies of one another and not exploit their own body or others bodies.
· The Catholic Church opposes sex before marriage and adultery because both are not done in an exclusively committed marital relationship and may be solely for the purpose of pleasure- which can be seen as exploiting the body.




Family life and family planning
· -The Catholic Church teaches that the family is the ‘basic cell of society.’
· This means that the family has an important role in educating children about their faith and about what is right and wrong.
· The family is often referred to the domestic Church which means the Church in miniature.  This is because the family is where children come to understand love and where they are introduced to their faith.
· The Catholic Church teaches that there are specific roles in the family for Mothers and fathers.  These roles are equally important and help a family to function properly.
· Catholics support natural family planning but oppose artificial contraception as it goes against the pro-creative purposes of sex.
