	Starting point- Important key facts
· For ‘situation ethicists’, an action may be justified if it is more loving. It is a relative ethic, taking into account each individual situation, which argues that our actions should be based on the principles of agape. 
· Joseph Fletcher is most usually associated with Situation Ethics and wrote the clearest and most controversial statement of it. He began by researching William Temple’s ethics, which influenced his thinking on medical, social, and business ethics. He also agreed with Robinson that Jesus’ approach to ethics is fundamentally situationist. 
· Fletcher was very practical in his understanding of Christian Ethics and deplored both the Church’s failure to engage with major issues of the time and its tendency to discourage Christians from taking personal moral responsibility by laying down inflexible rules for them to follow. 
· He suggested that there are three possible approaches to Christian moral philosophy: legalistic, antinomian, and situational. 
· Fletcher argues that the situational approach is the only appropriate response to real ethical dilemmas. It values individual freedom, puts people first and acknowledges the genuine diversity of circumstances. It guards against acting on selfish impulse or whim, and respects the values of the community (agape), but is sufficiently flexible to operate in the real world.
· Fletcher argues that the situationist must always uphold the law of love, which is accepted without further justification. They must only break the laws of their community if they clearly go against the law of law. 
· Fletcher gives four working principles as the basis: pragmatism, relativism, positivism, personalism. He assumes these will appeal to common sense rather than appealing for these principles.
· There are also six fundamental principles which explain how the system would work in practice:
1. ‘Only one thing is intrinsically good; namely love.’
2. ‘The ruling norm of Christian decision is love: nothing else.’
3. ‘Love and justice are the same.’
4. ‘Love wills the neighbour’s good, whether we like him or not.’
5. ‘Only the end justifies the means, nothing else.’
6. ‘Love’s decisions are made situationally, not prescriptively.’ 
· Fletcher feels there is a basis for Situation Ethics in the ministry and teachings of Jesus, in particular, in his commandment to ‘love thy neighbour as thyself.’
