	The 5 pillars are the 5 most important duties for all Muslims.
1.Shahada: Declaration of faith- ‘There is no God but Allah and Muhammad is his prophet.’ 
2.Salah: The pillar of prayer- Muslims are required to pray 5 times a day
3. Zakat: Pillar of charity/almsgiving- It is compulsory for Muslims to give 2.5% of savings to charity
4.Sawm: Pillar of fasting- Muslims fast during the month of Ramadan
5. Hajj: Pilgrimage- The annual pilgrimage to Mecca that Muslims should try and make at least once in their lifetime.
	-Born circa 570 CE in Makkah (Mecca)
-He was religious from an early age and went to Mount Hira to meditate
-On Mount Hira 610 CE the Angel Jibril appeared with a message from God – this was the first revelation.
-For more than 20 years he received revelations that were combined to form the Qu’ran (the holy book of Islam)
3 years after the first revelation he began to preach the words he had received and spent the rest of his life proclaiming God’s word
-He is the final and most important prophet in Islam.
	Tawhid: The oneness and unity of God.
There is only one God (monotheism)
A Muslims most important duty is to declare faith in one God.
Supremacy: God is the one and only creator of everything- nothing takes place unless God allows it to happen.
‘AllahuAkbar’, meaning ‘God is the greatest.’ Muslims believe that God is so great that he is beyond human understanding, and greater than anything humans can imagine.
There are 99 names of God in the Qur’an and Hadith which can help Muslims to understand something of God’s nature. Each name describes a quality that God has revealed about himself.
	Eid ul Fitr- marks the end of Ramadan.  Muslims thank Allah for the strength he gave them throughout the previous month
During Eid ul-Fitr Muslims dress in their finest clothes, give gifts to children and spend time with their friends and family. Muslims will also give money to charity at Eid.
Eid ul Adha: celebrates the time when Ibrahim had a dream which he believed was a message from Allah asking him to sacrifice his son Isma'il as an act of obedience to God.
