Why do you think hip hop originated from black communities?
Hip hop has been accused for being misogynist – to what extent do you agree or disagree? 
Do you ‘need’ to be of black ethnicity to be an authentic hip hop artist? Why/why not?





In the extract from Chapter 7, Orwell clearly conveys the fear and distress of the animals after the violence they have just witnessed.  We can see this from the way the animals are standing “huddled about Clover, not speaking.”  The verb “huddled” suggests that they are seeking comfort and protection from Clover, a mother figure to the animals in the novel.  It makes us feel sympathy for the animals who are shocked and bewildered by the brutality they have just seen.  The adverbial phrase “not speaking” makes the reader feel even more sorry for the animals because they aren’t really able to voice what they are feeling, which makes them seem more vulnerable and helpless.


	Terminology you need to know:
· Riff – A repeating musical pattern used in popular music. Famous riffs include the piano in Dr Dre’s ‘Still Dre’ and the bass guitar riff in ‘Seven Nation Army’
· Sample – A section of music legally taken from an existing song which is used then used or recycled in a new song. It is not just the beat which can be sampled; any aspect of a song can be sampled!
· Culture – A way of life and living with an established set of traditions or practices. Hip Hop is not just about the music, it is often described as a lifestyle
· Diction – The clear pronunciation of the lyrics so that the message is clear
· Rapping – Rhythmical speaking used within hip hop. ‘Rap’ in itself is not a genre of music, it is a method of delivery within Hip Hop
· Braggadocio – Rapping in a manner that boasts about your accomplishments and achievements. ‘Roast battles’ are a form of braggadocio 
· Rap battle – When two rappers compete to see who can produce the best rap. This could be in terms of wit, difficulty or musical ambition
