	When several chords are played one after another. Certain chord sequences have distinct and recognisable sounds and/or feelings

	I V vi IV sequence
	[image: I V vi IV: The Ultimate Pop Chord Progression - Musician's Toolshed]A chord sequence that is used almost everywhere. It is a 4-chord sequence that is based on the 1st, 5th, 6th and 4th notes of the scale. In the key of C, this would be C, G, A and F


	Hook
	A catchy, short and memorable tune used to ‘hook’ you in. Hooks do not need to reappear in the song, unlike riffs

	Verse chorus form
	The formal name of the structure often used in pop songs. This consists of an intro, verse, pre-chorus, chorus, bridge and outro

	Syllabic
	The most common form of singing. This is where one syllable in the words has one pitch. Twinkle Twinkle Little Star is an example.

	Melismatic
	This is where one syllable may be spread over several pitches. An example is ‘And I will always love you’

Food for Thought
Why is the 4-chord sequence so common? 
Pop music can be quite simple in comparison to other genres of music. Do you think this is a bad thing or good thing? Why/why not?
What is the meaning of the word ‘pop’? 




In the extract from Chapter 7, Orwell clearly conveys the fear and distress of the animals after the violence they have just witnessed.  We can see this from the way the animals are standing “huddled about Clover, not speaking.”  The verb “huddled” suggests that they are seeking comfort and protection from Clover, a mother figure to the animals in the novel.  It makes us feel sympathy for the animals who are shocked and bewildered by the brutality they have just seen.  The adverbial phrase “not speaking” makes the reader feel even more sorry for the animals because they aren’t really able to voice what they are feeling, which makes them seem more vulnerable and helpless.
