	Ground Bass 
	A ground bass is a repeating musical pattern that is played in the bass as other parts play variations of it.​

	Alberti Bass
	When the notes of the chords are played in the order 1 5 3 5 e.g. C G E G

	Binary Form
	A musical form with two contrasting sections (A + B). Can also be AABB.

	Ternary Form
	A musical form with two contrasting sections (A + B + A) and a return to A.

	Musical Eras

	The evolution of music from 1600 to the 1900s (Baroque, Classical, Romantic). Baroque is calculated and mathematical, whereas Romantic is often expressive, in a minor key and features musical ‘extremes’ in dynamics

	Musical contrast and 
balance
	The idea that ‘good music’ comes from balance and contrast. This may be in the form of major to minor, forte to piano, 4/4 to 3/4, semibreves to semiquavers or allegro to adagio
