We can see this from the way the animals are standing “huddled about Clover, not speaking.”  The verb “huddled” suggests that they are seeking comfort and protection from Clover, a mother figure to the animals in the novel.  It makes us feel sympathy for the animals who are shocked and bewildered by the brutality they have just seen.  The adverbial phrase “not speaking” makes the reader feel even more sorry for the animals because they aren’t really able to voice what they are feeling, which makes them seem more vulnerable and helpless.

Terms you need to know:
· Ostinato – a repeating musical pattern. Not quite long enough to qualify as a ‘melody’ but is a memorable and catchy part of the music
· Genre – a style of music or TV that adheres to particular conventions and typical features. For example, music from the sci-fi genre will often have synthesised instruments, be in a minor key and have an ostinato
· Synthesiser – an electronic instrument that often generates its sound from a computer or machine
· Scalic – when the melody/tune uses a scale as its basis
· Conjunct – when the melody/tune moves by small steps in pitch
· Disjunct – when the melody/tune moves by big leaps in pitch
· Sequence – when a melody is repeated with the same shape, but at a higher or lower pitch/starting point
