In your lessons, aim to improve your rehearsal and independence skills. This might include creating a rehearsal strategy or plan and solving problems.
Example Questions 
· Name two vocal techniques which make a good performance
· Do you prefer live or studio music? Give reasons for your answer 
· Compare and contrast the live version of this song with the studio version 






Stretch and Challenge:
Always aim to personalise your performances. An example is turning an upbeat song into a soft ballad. You should also aim to perform with a sense of commitment and involvement.  

In the extract from Chapter 7, Orwell clearly conveys the fear and distress of the animals after the violence they have just witnessed.  We can see this from the way the animals are standing “huddled about Clover, not speaking.”  The verb “huddled” suggests that they are seeking comfort and protection from Clover, a mother figure to the animals in the novel.  It makes us feel sympathy for the animals who are shocked and bewildered by the brutality they have just seen.  The adverbial phrase “not speaking” makes the reader feel even more sorry for the animals because they aren’t really able to voice what they are feeling, which makes them seem more vulnerable and helpless.



Key terms:
· Diction – Pronouncing words clearly
· Timing – Listening to others and being aware of the space so you’re your music is in time
· Head and chest voice – using different ranges of your voice to produce a different timbre or sound
· Reverb – a studio effect added to make the voice sound bigger and further away
· Autotune – a studio effect added to perfect the human voice 
· Quantisation – a studio effect added to make the music perfectly in time 
· Authenticity – in the context of music, the idea of a performance being ‘genuine’, ‘real’ or ‘natural’
