Stretch and Challenge:
Learn a famous rock riff on your instrument, bring your guitar into school or listen to the album ‘A Night of the Opera’ by Queen, often considered their best album
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Terms you need to know:
· Riff – a repeating melodic pattern, most commonly found in Rock music
· Power chords – where the middle note of the chord is omitted, leaving only the tonic and dominant. This creates a slightly hollow and aggressive sounding chord 
· Distortion – an effect added to a guitar to make it sound gritty/rough
· Backbeat – when beats 2 and 4 are emphasised on the drums. This is highly common within Rock music
· Guitar solo – a section in the song where the guitarist has a chance to showcase their playing (also known as virtuosic) 
· Fortissimo – the most used dynamic marking in rock music, meaning to play very loudly!

In the extract from Chapter 7, Orwell clearly conveys the fear and distress of the animals after the violence they have just witnessed.  We can see this from the way the animals are standing “huddled about Clover, not speaking.”  The verb “huddled” suggests that they are seeking comfort and protection from Clover, a mother figure to the animals in the novel.  It makes us feel sympathy for the animals who are shocked and bewildered by the brutality they have just seen.  The adverbial phrase “not speaking” makes the reader feel even more sorry for the animals because they aren’t really able to voice what they are feeling, which makes them seem more vulnerable and helpless.
