In 1917 Russia ceased to be an effective ally of France and GB after the Tsar abdicated.
After the Communists came to power in November 1917, Russia withdrew from the fighting and signed a peace treaty with Germany.
In April 1917 the USA entered the war after Germany had resumed unrestricted submarine warfare.
The USA’s contribution was not large until the last months of the war, but Germany was scared of the potential effect of the USA.
In March 1918 the Germans tried one last offensive on the Western Front, achieving some success.
 (The Ludendorff Offensive) 
In August 1918 the Allies were able to counter-attack and made substantial 
progress.
(
The Hundred day offensive) 
In October 1918 negotiations started about a ceasefire.
In early November riots across Germany caused a crisis for the German government.
Kaiser Wilhelm II abdicated on 9
th
 November and Germany became a republic.
The armistice came into effect on 11
th
 November with Germany given no choice about the terms of surrender.
