Refugee: a person who has been forced to leave their country in order to escape war, persecution, or natural disaster

Ostracized: to be excluded from a society or group

Rohingya people: a stateless Indo-Aryan ethnic group who predominantly follow Islam and reside in Rakhine State, Myanmar (previously known as Burma)
Dual Narrative: A story that is told from two different perspectives or points of view, often alternating between them.
Sensory Language: Words or descriptions that appeal to the five senses (sight, sound, smell, taste, touch) to help create a vivid picture in the reader's mind.
Context: The background information or situation in which something happens, which helps to understand its meaning or importance.
Protest: An action or statement showing disagreement with something, often to express a desire for change.
Refugee: A person who is forced to leave their home country because it is unsafe, usually due to war, persecution, or disaster.
Migrant: A person who moves from one place to another, often to find better living conditions or work.
Connotation: The ideas or feelings that a word suggests beyond its basic meaning; for example, "home" connotes warmth and comfort.

Partial example:
Beaver is presented as the cruellest and most notorious of the Jackets, who all the refugees fear. 
Subhi states that he has a regular “nightmare” about Beaver, which shows he haunts him, because a ‘nightmare’ is a frightening dream that is highly unpleasant to experience, often shocking and harrowing. The dream ‘kept coming back’ too, showing how Subhi cannot escape it and the fear of Beaver is always with him and playing on his mind.
