Dystopia – an imagined place or society in which there is great suffering or injustice
Utopia – an imagined place or society in which everything is perfect
Post-apocalyptic - the time following a catastrophic event where most of humanity is wiped out and the world is changed dramatically. 
Climate fiction: a form of fiction literature that features a changed or changing climate
Protagonist: the leading character or one of the major characters in a play, film, novel, etc
Antagonist: a person who actively opposes or is hostile to someone or something; usually opposes the protagonist
Imagery: when writers use words to make you imagine what something looks, sounds, smells, tastes, or feels like
· Visual Imagery: This helps you picture something in your mind, like a sunset or a forest.
· Auditory Imagery: This describes sounds, like the crash of waves or the chirping of birds.
· Olfactory Imagery: This is about smells, like the scent of flowers.
· Gustatory Imagery: This describes tastes, like sweet chocolate or sour lemon.
· Tactile Imagery: This explains how things feel, like soft fur or rough sand.
