Year 7 – Love Poetry[bookmark: _GoBack]Key terms:
· Sonnet – A poem of 14 lines with a specific rhyme scheme and meter, traditionally used to express love
· Stanza – A grouped set of lines within a poem, often separated by a blank line. Stanzas function like paragraphs
· Metaphor – A figure of speech where something is described as something else to highlight a particular quality
· Simile – A comparison using "like" or "as"
· Imagery – Descriptive language that appeals to the senses 
· Hyperbole – Deliberate exaggeration for effect
· Alliteration – Repetition of consonant sounds at the beginning of nearby words
· Personification – Giving human qualities to non-human things
· Theme – The central idea or underlying message in a poem
· Rhyme Scheme – The pattern of rhymes at the end of each line (e.g. ABAB)
· Tone – The poet's attitude towards the subject, conveyed through word choice and style (e.g., playful, melancholic, romantic)
· Rhythm – The beat or flow of the poem, created by the arrangement of stressed and unstressed syllables
· Enjambment – The continuation of a sentence or phrase from one line of poetry to the next without a pause or punctuation
· Caesura – A strong pause or break within a line of poetry
· Refrain – A repeated line or group of lines, often at the end of stanzas or between verses
· Blackout Poem – A form of found poetry where words or phrases are selected from an existing text by blacking out the rest of the text. The remaining visible words form the poem, often creating a new meaning from the original content
· Extended Metaphor – A metaphor that continues over several lines, stanzas, or throughout an entire poem
