Year 8 – Travel Writing
Key terms:

· Colloquial language – informal language, usually spoken
· Figurative language – a general term used to describe images such as metaphor, personification and simile
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Informal register – when a writer uses informal words/ phrases to create a more relaxed, conversational style
· Tone – the style/ mood of a piece of writing (e.g. light-hearted/ humorous)
· Perspective – the point of view from which something is seen or described eg. a text written from a first-person perspective will use the word ‘I’
· Subjective – based on or influenced by personal feelings, tastes, or opinions
· Superlative – expressing the highest degree of a quality eg. best, tallest, fastest 
· Travel Writing: Writing that describes a place or journey, sharing the writer's experiences, observations, and thoughts about the locations they visit.
· VLOG: A video blog where someone shares their life, experiences, or opinions in the form of video posts, usually uploaded to a platform like YouTube
