· Rhetoric – language used to have a persuasive impact on the reader/ audience

· Corruption – dishonest or fraudulent conduct by those in power, typically involving bribery

· Emotive language – Words designed to provoke an emotional response in the reader, either positive or negative, in order to make a point more convincingly.

· Hard evidence – facts that are definitely true and can be proved

· Soft evidence – evidence that is likely to be true, but is based on sources that might not necessarily be able to prove the fact; it might be more anecdotal
