War Correspondent: A journalist who reports on news and events directly from places where wars or conflicts are happening.
War Photographer: A photographer who takes pictures of wars or conflicts to show what is happening and to document the impact of war.
Non-standard English: Forms of English that differ from the standard language rules, often used in informal speech or by certain groups, and can include slang, dialects, or regional expressions.
Documentary: A film or television program that provides a factual report on a particular subject, often using real-life footage and interviews.
West Bank: A region in the Middle East located between Israel and Jordan, often in the news due to ongoing conflicts between Israelis and Palestinians over control of the land.
Genocide: The deliberate and systematic attempt to destroy an entire group of people, usually because of their race, religion, or ethnicity.
Conflict: A serious disagreement or fight, which can happen between individuals, groups, or countries.
Child Soldier: A child who is forced or persuaded to fight in a war or armed conflict, often against their will.
Playscript: A written version of a play that includes the dialogue between characters, stage directions, and sometimes descriptions of the setting and actions.

Example Comparative Paragraph:
The writers of Source A and Source B have contrasting perspectives on war.  Source A, George Bush’s speech on the eve of the invasion of Iraq in 2003, presents war as morally justifiable but Source B, an extract from the diary of Vera Brittain, challenges this view. Addressing American troops, Bush states that “the peace of a troubled world… now depend on you”. Here he appeals to the troops using the pronoun “you”, urging them to feel a sense of personal responsibility.  The hyperbolic image of a “troubled world” also suggests that their actions have much wider significance as they are fighting to bring much-needed stability to a region which threatens peace around the world.  Source B, however, is dismissive of the idea that fighting is a moral duty. Vera Brittain considers that war is being waged “for nothing more tangible than… their Country’s Glory or another’s Lust for Power”.  Here, the modifier “nothing more” creates a sceptical tone which makes it clear that Brittain does not think that military action is justifiable on the grounds of defending your country or its empire. Unlike George Bush, Brittain feels that the devastation caused by war cannot be justified on such grounds.
