Rhetoric: language used to have a persuasive impact on the reader/ audience
Revolution: a forcible overthrow of a government or social order, in favour of a new system
Boycott: withdraw from commercial or social relations with (a country, organization, or person) as a punishment or protest.
Protest: a statement or action expressing disapproval of or objection to something.
Abolitionist: a person who wants to stop or abolish slavery
Anaphora: Repetition of a word or phrase at the beginning of successive clauses.
Epistrophe: Repetition of a word or phrase at the end of successive clauses.
Hypophora: Asking a question and immediately answering it.
Antithesis: Placing opposite ideas close together for contrast.
Press Release: An official statement given to the media.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Pathos: Appeal to emotion.
Ethos: Appeal to credibility.
Logos: Appeal to logic.
Boycott: Refusal to buy or use something as protest.
Lynching: Illegal killing, often by a mob, without a trial.
