Key terms:

Cause and Effect: A relationship where one event (the cause) leads to another event (the effect), showing how actions or decisions result in specific outcomes.
Twist Ending: A surprising and unexpected conclusion to a story that changes the reader's understanding of the events.
Cyclical Ending: A conclusion where the story returns to the beginning or a similar situation, creating a sense of repetition or coming full circle.
Crystal Ball Ending: An ending that gives a glimpse into the future, showing what will happen to the characters or world after the main events of the story.
