Symbolism


Both poets are concerned with the negative effects of power, showing that, in the wrong hands, it corrupts. Shelley hints at the cruelty of the dead king, immortalised in the once magnificent statue, by describing his “sneer of cold command”.  The impression created by the poet’s use of negative lexis here is that Ozymandias was contemptuous of his subjects and the harsh alliteration hints at his exacting and heartless nature.  Likewise, the Duke in ‘My Last Duchess’ is shown to be a cold-hearted individual who “gave commands” for his wife to be killed in order to preserve his own reputation and status. The Duke is seen to be misguided, though, as Browning uses imagery to hint at the Duchess’ kindness and gentle spirit (‘white pony’) to prove that she is innocent and that his accusations are unfounded. The chilling way in which he reveals what he has done, with no evident remorse, suggests a contempt for his wife, which is reminiscent of Ozymandias’ callous disregard for his subjects.
