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	Revision strategies
The key with your revision is to start early, repeatedly recap the content at spaced intervals and tackle what you find hardest rather than go over what makes you feel confident!

· Break the content into manageable chunks and have a clear revision plan
· Create a mind-map that explores the connections between concepts & theories
· Use revision cards to test yourself on key terms, theorists and content
· Re-write previous responses improving them based upon feedback
· Practise writing responses to practice exam questions in exam conditions
· Highlight the AOs in your response and self assess against the criteria
· Read the examiner report and identify the key points made
· Look at model answers identifying what is good and could be improved in them

	
	Exam Question

Using the appropriate terminology to explain your findings, examine the language development stage of the child as evidenced in the transcript. You should identify and analyse the phonology, grammar and meaning of their utterances.

	Approaching the exam question
1. Consider the information and question given
2. Read the text to confirm assumptions of stage
3. Annotate for phonological and grammatical features and meanings making connections to concepts and theories
4. Write a concise analytical  response
Text A… (identifying the stage of development supported by evidence not just the age stated).
The child uses… (explore phonological and grammatical aspects of the child’s language) integrating the use of:
· Linguistic subject terminology (e.g. dynamic verb, proper noun etc.)
· CLA subject terminology (e.g. reduplication, signifier, recasting etc.)
· Language development stages (e.g. telegraphic, post-telegraphic etc.)
· CLA concepts and theories (e.g. Chomsky, Halliday, Dore, Skinner etc.)
This reinforces… (final statement that relates to stage of development)
Useful words:
utterance/ interlocutor/ support/ refute/ primary caregiver/ dialogue/ turn taking/ phonological features/ environment
	In the exam
Make sure you are clear on what the examiner will be looking for in your response!

· Systematically approach the transcript
· Draw links between AO1 & AO2 points
· Be specific about what grammatical evidence there is to suggest how the child’s language relates to the stages
· Be tentative about the conclusions drawn relating to concepts
· Focus on the child’s speech rather than the adults exploring CDS in relation to the utterance of the child
· Comment on phonological, grammatical and meaning (does not have to be even)
· Apply theories to the analysis of linguistic features, do not explain them
· You are not marked on the context so do not become preoccupied with this
· Avoid inventing or guessing at contextual factors which are not relevant
