[bookmark: _GoBack]  Non-standard phonetic spelling: Writing words the way they sound rather than following standard spelling rules.
  Idiolect: A person’s unique way of speaking, which includes their choice of words, accent, and grammar.
  Culture: The ideas, customs, and social behaviour of a particular group or society.
  Haiku: A Japanese form of poetry with three lines and a total of 17 syllables, often focusing on nature.
  Limerick: A humorous five-line poem with a specific rhyme scheme (AABBA) and rhythm.
  Free verse: Poetry without a set rhyme or rhythm, allowing more freedom in expression.
  Acrostic poem: A poem where the first letters of each line spell out a word or message.
