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Question 2: The verb "hurtled" conveys a sudden and rapid movement, suggesting that the shark is approaching the woman with great speed and force. This choice of language creates a sense of impending danger and emphasises the shark's swift and powerful nature. Also, by specifying that the shark is coming up "under" the woman, the writer adds a layer of surprise and vulnerability, implying that the woman is unaware of the shark's presence until it is almost upon her, heightening the suspense and danger of the situation and the shark’s ability to surprise and stalk its prey. The phrase "jaws agape" describes the shark's mouth being wide open. This vivid imagery emphasises the menacing and predatory nature of the shark, suggesting that it is ready to attack or consume its prey in one whole bite making it an indomitable and unavoidable enemy. 
Question 3: The writer begins the extract focusing on a woman swimming in the sea by herself and at night, using the ‘lights shining from the house’ as a reference for how far out she is. This immediately portrays her isolation and high risk in being out alone and as she’s swimming ‘away from the beach’, this sense of isolation and potential for danger is ever increasing. Crucially, we learn that she is ‘tiring’ and must rest ‘for a moment’: this identifies her as being weakened and vulnerable, an easy target for a predator in the water. We feel sympathy and concern for the unnamed woman, who is so close to her house that she can see it, and heading back to the shore. The reader wonders if she will make it back safely.
Question 4: I agree that the writer effectively conveys Bond’s skills as a spy through his premeditated entrance to the hotel room where he knew ‘exactly’ the position of the light switch, suggesting he had previously analysed and scanned the hotel room, memorising the placement of important elements in anticipation of potential danger. The adverb ‘exactly’ subtly captures his exact, precise and calculating nature, where nothing is left to chance; he seems to always be making calculations about risk and threats, so much that it has become second nature for him.
