Flashcards

The example used on this sheet is a Religious Education topic but this technique can be applied to any subject.
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Flashcards are small sheets of paper or card with matching pieces of information on either side. They are a useful tool for learning facts and allow you to quickly check whether you have remembered something correctly.
- Church is one body- body of Christ united under Christ as spiritual head - St Paul- Corinthians ‘Though one body has many parts’
-Source of Church- God is one- Father, Son, Holy Spirit
-Jesus prayed at last supper that Church would be one
The four marks of the Church-
Church as One

When making and using flashcards:
	Do:
	Don’t:

	· …make flashcards quickly.

· …put information about ONE topic on each flashcard.
· …sort your flashcards according to your confidence with them (see below).
· …test yourself on the flashcards from memory.
	· …spend more time making flashcards than actually using them.
· …put lots of information onto each flashcard.

· …revise the flashcards in the same order every time that you use them.
· …only read through flashcards.




How to make flashcards:
1. Find the information you want to put onto flashcards using your existing revision resources (e.g. GCSE revision mind-maps/A-Level notes).
2. You can buy sets of flashcards or make your own.  To make your own flashcards fold a piece of A4 paper into 6.
3. Write the questions on the front of the paper.
4. Write the answers on the back of the paper.
5. Cut the paper along the short folds. You should have a question/topic title at the front and info relating to that question/topic on the back




How to use flashcards:
1. Test yourself using the flashcards.
2. As you test yourself, sort the flashcards into up to five piles according to how confident you are with the content.
3. Put the piles into numbered envelopes (1-5).
4. Test yourself on the different piles on different days (see below):














5. As you test yourself on the different piles, move the cards into different piles as you become more confident.
