8. Show sustained appreciation of audience and purpose through content and language choices
9. Carefully select content and include a range of ideas

10. Presentyour opinion in an engaging manner

How to revise?

Understand the Assessment Objectives: Familiarize yourself with the specific criteria for each
question.

Practice with Past Papers: Regularly complete past exam questions to build familiarity and
confidence.

Time Management: Allocate appropriate time to each question, ensuring you can complete all
sections within the exam duration.

Annotation Skills: Practice annotating texts to identify key information and literary techniques
quickly.



Writing Practice: Regularly practice writing responses to different prompts to improve clarity
and coherence.
