	Harm principle 
	This refers to the belief that particular views and activities should only be tolerated as long as they don’t harm the freedom of others.

	Limited Government  
	This involves government being ‘limited’ in terms of how it can act, by a constitutions formal rules and procedures

	Positive freedom
	A vital aspect of modern Liberalism, this term denotes the belief that individuals left alone are often inhibited rather than free. Such individuals may need enabling so that they are ‘free’ to exercise their individual talents. 

	Hierarchy
	The Concept holds that equality of status and power is undesirable and that human affairs need leadership from a small group of individuals.

	Paternalism 
	This term refer to the ‘fatherly’ obligations of the ruling class or nobility has to society as a whole and particularly to those less fortunate than themselves.

	Thatcherism
	This is essentially a synonym for New Right Conservatism in the UK. Between 1979 and 1990 the governments of Margaret Thatcher pursued a combination of Neo Liberal policies such as Privatisation and Neo Conservative policies such as increased police powers and patriotism.

	Common Ownership
	This represents an alternative to both private property and a capitalist economy and leading to equality and fraternity. It is most closely associated with state ownership and Nationalisation.

	Revisionist Socialism 
	This is the belief that socialism can be achieved without the destruction of capitalism and private property, and without the upheaval of a revolution. From the 1950’s it has been categorised as ’Neo Revisionism’ as a way of rejecting some of the key collectivist beliefs of democratic Socialism.

	Volksgeist
	This refers to the spirit that binds a people together. It can be variously based on language, culture or shared history. It is most associated with German philosopher Johann Herder.

	Civic Nationalism 
	This is a sense of shared national pride in the values of a nation . In most liberal democracies these are typically tolerance,love of liberty and equality of all groups and individuals.
