	EQ1: What are the causes of globalisation, and why has it accelerated in recent decades?
Globalisation as a long-standing process accelerated by developments in transport, communication, and business.
Role of international political and economic organisations (WTO, IMF, World Bank) in promoting free trade and foreign direct investment (FDI). 
Impact of trade blocs on globalisation.
Examples:
China - outsourcing, open door policy, 2013 Belt and Road Initiative. 2010 Honshu earthquake (Japan) – interdependence. 2022 Russia/Ukraine conflict – interdependence. India – outsourcing.  Bolivia  - WTO membership. 2008 Greece - austerity measures. USMCA, EU, ASEAN (focus on Indonesia and Viet Nam) - Trade blocs . 1980s UK trade liberalisation (London Docklands, Washington Tyne and Wear). Trans-Pacific Trade Partnership, OPEC, OECD, G7, G20. Walt Disney Company – TNC.

EQ2: What are the impacts of globalisation for countries, different groups of people, and cultures, and the physical environment?
Benefits and costs of globalisation for developing and developed countries (e.g., China, India). 
Impact of global shift on people and environment, including winners and losers. 
The role of migration (both rural-urban and international) in creating global hubs and mixed societies.
Examples
Zambia and Tanzania - degree of globalisation. HIPC. China (Shenzen, Zhengzhou and Shanghai), India (Bangalore) and UK (Stoke on Trent and Leicester) – global shift.  Peru – resource exploitation. India (New Delhi) – hyper-urbanisation. UK (London), UAE and Qatar – migration. Cuba and Papa New Guinea– cultural change. France – globalisation resistance. 
 
EQ3: What are the consequences of globalisation for global development and the physical environment, and how should different players respond to its challenges?
Globalisation has led to widening income inequality and environmental degradation. - Different measures of development (e.g., HDI, GII, Gini Coefficient) and disparities in economic progress. - Attempts to control globalisation through migration limits, censorship, and trade protectionism
Examples
China – development gap, censorship.  North Korea – censorship. UK – (Polish) diaspora, Germany (Turkish) diaspora.  Mekong River Basin, (SE Asia) – trans-border water conflicts. US-Mexican border – immigration control. UK – immigration policies. Canada – cultural identity. UK (Totnes) – Transition town. USA and India – trade protectionism. ‘Brexit’ – deglobalisation. 

	Evaluating different sources and understanding global flows. 
Analysis of proportional flow diagrams and maps of energy consumption. 
Critical analysis of key players like TNCs and governments






Analysis of economic, social, and environmental impacts using data sets and case studies. - Evaluating the reasons for places being ‘switched on’ or ‘switched off’ to globalisation. - Map analysis of migration flows and megacity growth.





Calculating and analysing income inequality using the Lorenz curve and Gini Coefficient. 
Map analysis of physical and cultural resources, understanding global tensions and conflicts.
Evaluating strategies for managing globalisation, including sustainability efforts.

	EQ1: How and why do places vary?
The classification of economies based on sectoral differences (primary, secondary, tertiary, quaternary) and employment types (full-time, part-time, temporary, permanent, self-employed). 
Social and economic variations, including differences in health, life expectancy, and education levels, as well as employment and income data. 
Factors such as physical geography, accessibility, historical development, and national and local planning explain why places change.
Examples:  
UK (Liverpool Docks, London Docklands, London’s East End, Altrincham, East Manchester) – changing economic structure and regeneration. 

EQ2: Why might regeneration be needed?
Regeneration is needed due to social and economic inequalities.
Characteristics of successful (e.g., San Francisco) vs. unsuccessful areas (e.g., Rust Belt, NE England). 
Impact of social deprivation in urban and rural areas, especially in declining places.
Examples: 
Sydney (Australia) – global city and ‘successful place’, Rust Belt (USA) – deindustrialisation, Cornwall and Devon (UK) – local, regional and national regeneration schemes, Newham and Hulme (UK), San Francisco (USA) – regeneration.

EQ3: How is regeneration managed?
Role of national governments in infrastructure investment.
Role of local interest groups in managing regeneration conflicts.
Strategies for regeneration: retail, sport, tourism-led, rural diversification. 
Examples: 
HS2 and Heathrow – UK – role of governments in infrastructure investment, Cornwall (UK) – regenerating rural places,  Lancashire (UK) – fracking and Enterprise Zones, London Docklands (UK) – deregulation. Altrincham and East Manchester (UK) – strategies for regeneration.

EQ4: How successful is regeneration?
Success of regeneration assessed through economic, social, and environmental measures (income, employment, life expectancy, social deprivation). 
Impact of regeneration on place identity and stakeholder perceptions (e.g., Salford Quays)
Examples:  
London Docklands, Glasgow, Plymouth, East London, London’s 2012 Olympic Games, Cornwall, Altrincham and East Manchester (UK)  – evaluating regeneration and stakeholders in regeneration


	Use of GIS and databases (e.g., IMD - Index of Multiple Deprivation) to analyze socio-economic differences. 
Spearman’s rank to investigate correlations between deprivation levels and health or other social indicators. 
Comparative analysis of local and contrasting places to explore variations in social and economic factors.




Use of case studies to analyse successful and less successful regions. 
Using GIS to identify regeneration priorities.
Analysis of factors like accessibility and historical development that influence decline.




Conducting cost-benefit analysis of infrastructure projects. 
Comparative analysis of regeneration strategies in urban and rural areas.
SWOT analysis of local, national, and international factors driving regeneration

Definitions of superpowers, emerging powers, and regional powers based on economic, political, military, and cultural characteristics. 
Mechanisms of power: hard and soft power. 
Theories like Mackinder’s geostrategic location theory and how power has shifted over time.

BRICs – Brazil, Russia, India, China
USA, UK, East African region (Zambia)

EQ3: What spheres of influence are contested by superpowers and what are the implications of this?
Resource-related conflicts (e.g., Arctic oil, South China Sea).

Emerging powers and global alliances, e.g., China’s influence in Africa and Asia.

EQ4: What are the future challenges faced by superpowers?
Economic challenges such as debt, unemployment, and economic restructuring in the USA and EU.
The economic costs of maintaining global military power and its implications for future power structures.
Predictions of future superpower dominance (bi-polar, multi-polar).
Examples:
USA, UK, East African region (Zambia)
Ukraine-Russia; China
Jamaica & IMF; Greece & EU
Rwanda

	EQ1: What are the impacts of globalisation on international migration?
Globalisation has increased migration both within and between countries.
Patterns of international migration vary depending on economic and political events. 
Causes of migration are diverse, including economic migration, refugee displacement, and asylum seekers.
Examples: 
Elite migration in London & UK
Conflict example: Ukraine
North African migration to EU; Mexico to USA

EQ2: How are nation states defined, and how have they evolved in a globalising world?
Nation states differ greatly in their ethnic, cultural, and linguistic make-up. 
Some national borders reflect historical and colonial developments, while others align with physical geography. 
Contested borders can lead to sovereignty disputes and conflicts.
Examples: 
Rwanda
Ukraine

EQ3: What are the impacts of global organisations on managing global issues and conflicts?
Global organisations like the UN, IMF, and WTO play a significant role in international governance. 
Their influence extends to managing environmental, social, economic, and political issues. 
There are varying levels of success in their interventions, especially in post-1945 conflicts.
Examples: 
Conflict example: Ukraine
North African migration to EU; Mexico to USA
North Africa

EQ4: What are the threats to national sovereignty in a more globalised world?
Nationalism and national identity are challenged by globalisation, foreign ownership, and cultural influences.
Many UK-based companies and properties are foreign-owned, raising questions about "Made in Britain." 
Westernisation influences global culture through TNCs and media
Examples:
UK and the EU
North African migration to EU; Mexico to USA

Analysing the impacts of foreign ownership and cultural Westernisation on national identity.
Conducting case studies on foreign investment in property and businesses, and the spread of Western cultural values.
