Instructions for the completion of 
preparatory work for Drama at A-level
You will need to work from the document called ‘Drama A-level preparatory work’

There are a number of tasks listed in the document which are compulsory to complete as this will prepare you for work at A-level. In addition to this there are optional tasks which will help you to get ahead. It would be ideal if all tasks could be completed however the option is there in case you are unable to access materials at this time. 
In summary the tasks are;
Research the set text; ‘Our Country’s Good’
Note your first impressions of the play
OPTIONAL: Read the play, research/ read books on the reading list

Watch any production from Digital Theatre
Answer one A-level question (essay) on it
Read the example A-level answers booklet to assist (what a good essay looks like)

Research 2-3 theatre practitioners
Note findings

In addition, there are links to websites for you to explore (optional) including the national theatre’s youtube channel where they are currently posting a new piece of theatre every Thursday, there are websites on careers in theatre and many more. You can explore these independently to further your knowledge and understanding of theatre.



You are welcome to complete the tasks in any order you wish; however, you should be prepared to bring in completed work for all tasks to your first lesson when we return for A-level Drama. 

You will be expected to use a file at A-level so, if you have a file at home you could put your work from each of the tasks into it and keep it all together in a safe place. Dividers will be helpful to separate work: set text 1, set text 2, live productions, devised, scripted. 
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
