String functions


Lists
Almost all of these problems require the use of for loops or if statements!
Use the following functions to complete these problems: 
	x.count
	Outputs number of items in the list

	x.add(z)
	Adds 'z' to the list

	x(y) = z
	Sets item y in the list to 'z' (item y must already exist)

	x.removeAt(y)
	removes item y in the list (item y must already exist)

	x.sort
	Sorts a list into order


Where x is the name of an array, y is an integer, and z is another value/string

Problem 1 (1)
Write a program that declares a list and adds the following items: "apple", "banana" "cherry". The program should then output each item in the list,
Problem 2 (2)
Write a program that allows a user to add three items to a list and then outputs the contents of the list.
Problem 3 (4)
Write a program that allows a user to add as many items as they want to a list. When the user has finished adding items, the program should output the contents of the list and how many items it contains.
Problem 4 (4)
Write a program with the following items in added to a list: “John Lennon”, "Paul McCartney", “George Harrison”, “Ringo Starr”, “Pete Best”, “Stuart Sutcliffe”. The program should output the contents of the list and allow a user to remove a single item, and then output the contents of the list again.

Problem 5 (4)
Write a program that allows a user to add ten integers to a list. When the user has finished adding items, the program should sort the list into order and remove any values greater than 100 or less than 0.
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
