· Exclamatory Utterance – a word or phrase which conveys the speaker’s emotion usually in an abrupt manner
· Explicit information – information which can be lifted directly from a text
· Expressive utterance - when someone voices their thoughts/feelings
· Implicit information – information which can be inferred from a text by ‘reading between the lines’
· Rhetoric – language used to have a persuasive impact on the reader/ audience
· Synthesise – to combine information from two or more different sources in order to make an overall point

Big question – How do writers seek to convey the horror of war and conflict in their work?

Analytical response
In the extract from ‘Letter to Daniel’ the writer, Fergal Keane, writes with great compassion about the terrible suffering of children he has witnessed during his career as a war correspondent.  As he looks down at his sleeping son, he reflects “it's nearly too much to bear at this moment to even think of children being hurt and abused and killed”.  The triplet of emotive adjectives here suggests that the suffering of the children is relentless and that the writer feels overwhelmed by thoughts of what is happening to them.
