Key facts
There is a legend that Rome was founded by Romulus, the son of the war God, Mars in the Eighth century BC.
Archaeological evidence suggests that the land that Rome was situated on was inhabited since 1300 BC by shepherds.
Rome was ruled by Etruscan kings until 510 BC, when the people revolted and drove out the last king, Tarquin the Proud. A Republic was established. Within this system the patricians held more power than the plebeians. Women and slaves had no say in the government.
By 269 BC Rome had conquered the whole of Italy through a variety of approaches.
Rome later defeated another powerful empire, Carthage, in a series of wars known as the Punic wars.
After several revolts, the Republic ended and Emperors began to rule.
Rome conquered Britain in the first century AD when Claudius was the Emperor.
By the fifth century AD, the Roman empire in the West was finished.
The Romans left a legacy to the world in many areas of
 civilisation, although there is 
debate as to how civilised they really were.
